NOTICE OF RACE
1. RULES: 

1.1. The “South American Championship” will be governed by the “Rules”, as defined in the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2005-2008. 

1.2. The prescriptions of the National Authority shall not apply, except the prescription Nº 8 Clean Waters: Rubbish accumulated on a boat during a race must be appropriately eliminated once the boat has returned to shore, and elimination overboard may be grounds for disqualification.

2. LENGUAGE DURING THE EVENTS: The Oficial Language during this event will be Spanish. In case of conflict between different texts the Spanish text shall prevail. 
3. ORGANIZING AUTHORITY: Yacht Club Argentino and the International Class 420, in conjunction with the Federación Argentina de Yachting.
4. VENUE: Yacht Club Argentino, Dársena Norte.                                                                                             BOAT PARK: All boats shall stay at the venue of the Championship from the first day of scheduled races for the Class, until the end of protest filing time on the last racing day of the event.    
5. ADVERTISING AND BOW NUMBER: The South American Championship is classified category C, in accordance to the Regulation 20 Advertising, ISAF. Boats may be required to display in each side of the hull a bow number (Class Rule C.3 – Advertising) and the advertising of the event sponsor.

6. ELEGIBILITY: Participants shall comply with the Regulation 19 Eligibility, ISAF. 

7. RACING AREA AND COURSES: Off Buenos Aires Harbour on the Inner–Outer Trapezoidal course with the alternative Leeward - Windward course with Windward offset mark

The races scheduled are 9. The CR may start up to 3 races per day. 
9. ENTRIES: 
9.1. Only personal entries will be accepted. Entry forms together with their corresponding payment will be received at the “Sailing Office” at the Dársena Norte headquarters of the Yacht Club Argentino until Tuesday 3rd  of April, 2007 at 5.00 p.m. After this deadline, entry forms will not be accepted. 

9.2. Within the terms and conditions established in 9.1, entry forms can also be completed through the Club’s web site or by Fax.
9.3. Accreditation: Participants shall present themselves personally for accreditation at the Race Office at Dársena Norte from Monday 2nd to Tuesday 3rd October, 5.00 p.m., after complying with 9.1 and 9.10 of this notice of race for their entries to be confirmed

9.4. Payment Terms and Conditions:  
9.4.1. By Credit card via Telephone (payments made from Argentina and abroad)

9.4.2. Deposit or trasfer in Argentina  to Banco HSBC account Nº 0940 00274-8.  CBU:1500049700009400027482.  Once this is done the corresponding fax containing the receipt together with the skipper´s details must be sent.
9.4.3. All transfers must be in US dollars. 

9.4.4. The receipt of all deposits and bank transfers must be faxed together with the corresponding name of the skipper who makes the payment.

9.5. Fee: $ 250, or U$$  85

9.6. Team leaders, Coaches and Delegates shall necessarily register completing the corresponding form (published on the website), where they shall also register the support vessels for their fleet. The deadline for these registrations is that of  the entries, and shall be free of cost. 

9.7. After the deadline for entries no entry fees will be reimbursed. Before this time reimbursement will be to the discretion of the Organizing Authority, with a 50% deduction for administrative costs. 
9.8. There shall be no Championship with less than five entered boats.

9.9. Boats shall hold a valid certificate and be in good standing with their annual class fee.

9.10. Participants under 21 years of age that do not figure in the list of Limited Responsibility published by the Federación Argentina de Yachting on its website shall, on entering, file the corresponding form signed by their parent or tutor. The signature shall be certified by a Notary Public. This form will be published on the FAY´s website www.fay.org and on the Club’s, www.yca.org.ar, together with the information on this Championship.
10. ARBITRATION:  The final decisions and actions taken by the organisers, related to any controversy, of monetary value or not – that exceeds the field of decisions established in the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing – but that spring directly or indirectly from the competition or from happenings or actions related thereto, that may involve participants with organisers o other participants, o any of the named with each other, jointly or severally, shall not be subject to actions before the Law courts, be they National, Provincial or Municipal. They may only be presented by any of the involved parties before the Sports Law Arbitration Tribunal (Tribunal Arbitral de Derecho Deportivo), which will establish the rules of procedure, and whose decisions will be obligatory and final and shall not be subject to appeal.
11. DECISIÓN TO RACE AND DISCLAIMER

Decision to Race: The responsability for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone. Fundamental Rule 4.
All participants declare that they compete voluntarily and under their own exclusive risk, and that they are completely aware that their activity may be dangerous, and they liberate of all responsibility, direct or indirect and to the extent permitted by law,  organizers, co-organizers, authorities, officials and judges and/or their agents or employees and/or providers of services, be they onerous or gratuitous, for any damages, costs, injury and/or loss of life and/or damages to property that they may suffer and they renounce to any action, law suit or claim before the courts of ordinary Justice, being this the reason that they submit to arbitration. This limitation to responsibility includes happenings occurring before, during or between races and connected activities, including attention and transportation during a medical emergency. 

12. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: Will be available upon entry.
13. SCORING AND VALIDITY OF THE REGATTA:

13.1. The Championship will be valid with  5 races sailed and valid until Saturday 7th of April 2007. There will be one discard if six to eight races are sailed and two discards with nine or more races sailed.

14. MINIMUM WIND: No races will be started with winds under 4 knots.

15. PRIZES: Prize giving  will be held at the Dársena Norte headquarters on Saturday 7th April, 2007. 

16. ACCOMMODATION: The organisers will provide free accommodation for crews from foreign countries and Argentine provinces. Vacancies are limited and will be booked upon request by competitors. Participants must bring bedclothes or sleeping bags.          
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
